Pinewood Derby

Location- should be reserved as soon as possible after date set. Pack 335 has been running the race in January each year in order to allow the WebeloIIs to participate. Room needs to be large enough to allow free movement around the track

Supplies- Track is in wood case with race flags and stanchions to make a perimeter around track. Duct tape needed sometimes to keep stanchions from tipping over. Software located in electronics case in track case Also need:

Scales- in pinewood box in pack cabinet at MUMC

Stickers + sharpies to put ID numbers on cars

Roster sheets- helps to have names pre-numbered. Software only takes numbers, not letters.

Multiple sets of rules

Table tent rank cards- should be in pinewood or regatta box in pack cabinet
Duct tape (we also use to make edge on impound tables to keep cars from rolling off)

Box to carry cars from finish back to impound table

Uncut block from a derby kit to compare to incoming cars to check wheelbase, length, etc. Does not apply if only entering Best In Show.

Ballots+pencils+can for best in show voting. 

Projector for computer- nice to have to project results up on the wall.

Repair times for pit stop table (glue gun, drill, pennies to add weight)- table must be constantly supervised by adults to keep kids away form glue guns and drill
Trophies + pins/certificates/medals/whatever handing out to participants that year

Helpful to pre-enter all the scouts names and car ID numbers in the software. Then, you just check off those present once roster sheets given to software person. 

Impound Outlaw cars on separate table so people don’t accidently vote for them for Best In Show

Track wiped down with Windex or rubbing alcohol after set-up. People have complained that it is running slower for older ranks due to build up of graphite dust- might consider wipedowns between each rank?

Sometime we do trophies right after each rank, and sometimes all at the end before outlaw race.

Need to save/email/print results to reference when determining who goes to district. 

Ideally- track should be stored in a dry, climate controlled area- not a garage or barn.
